Dear Parents,

We have been working through some e-mail issues over the course of the last few weeks. If you have e-mailed me, or any of the
school staff, and we have not responded in a timely way (or at all), it would be safe to assume that we didn't receive your e-mail. We
have had our mail hosted on the Diocesan server for several years, but the volume of mail received by the schools has increased, and
we have been asked to host our own e-mail. We have a domain, but the two domains dioceseofspokane.org and stmarysspokane.org do
not seem to be playing well fogether. Please address any new e-mails that you send to the school or school staff with the first initial
and last name of the person followed by @stmarysspokane.org. We have tried several ways to get the systems to work together, but
I am sure that we are missing some e-mails along the way. Thank you for your patience. Technology is a wonderful tool, when it's
working!

Did you know that there is a long range plan for the school? The plan is divided into 9 sections and each year 3 sections are ad-
dressed, so that in 3 years all nine sections are examined. The point of our long range plan is to acknowledge the strengths of the
school and determine a prudent course of future actions. At our meeting last week, the SAC board began working on the Staffing
section of the long range plan. We started on the narrative section which gives an overview of the entire section. I would like to
share the draft form of this narrative and ask for your input on the draft before we move on to the assumptions and recommendation
sections of the Staffing section of the plan.

St Mary's Catholic School will continue to enhance the existing school programs by maintaining certified classroom teachers and pro-
viding classroom aides for grades as needed.

Retention of staff is seen as a key ingredient to the quality academic program and the stability of the school community.

With gratitude for the positive role that the religious sisters imparted to St. Mary's Catholic School in the past and recognition that
the presence of religious sisters and priests can have a positive influence on future vocations, St Mary's will endeavor to maintain that
presence whenever possible, and will invite the pastor and associates to be involved in our school program. In order to preserve the
Catholicity of the school, teachers of religion in grades K-8 will be practicing, active Catholics and will be expected to work toward
developing their knowledge of Catholic teachings and faith by attaining and maintaining Diocesan Catechist Certification.

The school will of fer teachers opportunities for professional development by participation in both diocesan and ‘in house’ in-services,
offering payment or partial payment of workshop fees, (utilizing Title funding from Central Valley School District whenever possible)
and providing substitutes for teachers who are attending professional workshops.

St. Mary's will continue to be aware of the changes in the school population in regards to special needs of families and students. The
school administration will continue to work with Central Valley School District in order to avail students of services provided by the
district that they might be entitled to receive. The school also hopes to seek funding in order to reinstate the school’s own learning
support program to better meet the academic needs of St. Mary's students.

St. Mary's will strive fo utilize shared staff with other diocesan schools whenever practicable and will also utilize the talents of volun-
teers in concert with certified personnel.

When hiring school staff, experience and education will be considered, and teachers will be sought with training (endorsements) or
