Academic News 

In math we have completed the first chapter.  Attached to this letter is your student’s chapter pre-

test and post-test.  The post-test is the test that shows student growth.  In general, the class did 

very well during testing.  We will continue to learn how to show work during problem solving.   

 

In our next math unit, the students will begin working on strategies and problem solving skills 

for addition.  Attached you will find strategies that will be taught, practiced, and developed at 

school to help your student add without using fingers.  Any additional practice you can 

provide at home in the use of these strategies will be greatly appreciated. 

 

Also, attached is the first spelling test.  Every student did a fantastic job!  The set up of the paper 

for the first test is actually more difficult than the actual spelling of the words. This week’s 

spelling words are:

In the We Practiced bags, most students will find words for the story, Pig in a Wig, stapled on 

top of last week's words from, Sam, Come Back!  Some students may need to continue to 

practice short a words but most students need to transition to the short i words.  Phonetic tests 

will be conducted on Mondays (short a words this week) and Sight Word tests will be 

conducted on Wednesdays.  The results of the sight word tests will also be sent home to you on 

Wednesdays.
