1. Draw a picture of what the word means. (Form in black box) 

2. Write the word with an adjective or adverb to describe it.  

3. Use the word to describe something else. 

4. Give synonyms and antonyms for the word. (Form in black box)

6. Write the definition of each word. 

7. Tell what part of speech each word is. (Form in black box)
